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ABSTRACT: This contribution reviews the main characteristics of amateur sports clubs, in order
to exclude their compatibility with the corporates such as joint stock company and limited liability
company. Indeed,, amateur sports clubs have greater affinities with the cooperative company, for
example, for the non-profit and the compliance with the principles of democracy and equality. At the
same time, it should be noted that the cooperative corporate type can also be adopted, with safe
benefits, to carry out amateur sports activities within the third sector and thus pursue a solidarity
and social utility purpose.
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
