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ABSTRACT: The Dutch Sport Council has recently issued guidelines for the Cost-Benefit
Analysis (CBA) of sport events. While more and more events are submitted to CBA, no
official guidelines were available until this publication. As this document is in Dutch, it
seems useful to make the main parts of this document available to a larger public.
In the following paper, we make the core of this text available to the Italian speaking
community and comment on the main features of the proposed methodology.
Although these Guidelines do not go much into detail on the micro-economic aspect of
evaluation, they provide relevant stimulus for the improvement of methods in use. They
focus in particular on:
1. the consideration of a large array of impacts,
2. the attention to the notion of attribuibility/causality,
3. the distinction between additional vs substitutive effects,
4. a general need to base quantification on evidences.
If understood correctly, these elements certainly contribute to the improvement of methods
applied in this area and to the formulation of sound policy recommendations.
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
